Annual Report For the Year 2006 – 2007
Rural Reconstruction Organization has been gained better experience in promoting the people’s Empowerment through Economic and Social Status in its working area in the year 2006 and 2007. The staff and volunteers have given their contributions with co-ordination of Management and they met successful outcomes. RRO proudly submit this annual report with appreciation of support given by Departments, Institutions, NGOs, People’s associations and Volunteers.

Micro Credit Programme
RRO has been maintaining 1284 women SHG’s included 236 new groups formed in this year. These groups were being involved in saving and credit activities and other social development with emphasis of women empowerment.

The SHG’s were mobilized their savings Rs. 23.4 Lakhs average in a month and they have strengthened their savings capacity upto 256.8 lakhs totally at the end of the financial year of 2007. RRO has arranged bank loans to the groups Rs.385.4 for the purpose of economic development and the loan repayment was kept in prompt. The micro credit activities are being monitored by the cluster level federations, which are maintained by RRO with proper guidance.
These micro credit programme activity is a key activity of RRO which promotes its objectives towards community empowerment. This programme benefits through skill development trainings, EDP activities and other integrated development activities.

Adolescent Girls Development
RRO has given focus to develop adolescent skills through the provision of appropriate skill training like candle making, soap, phenyl, liquid blue, washing powder making to about 60 girls for 6 days training course. The trained candidates were linked to the activate SHG’s for utilizing their skills for initiating new business at their local.
Disability Development
RRO has been identified disabilities that are physically handicapped and they were joined in self help groups promoted by RRO. 7 SHG’s were formed with aim of supporting them in skill development, economic assistance and health support. The groups have attended in counseling sessions for disability empowerment organized by RRO.

Rural Sanitation Programme
RRO has initiated Rural Sanitation Programme jointly with DRDA. Tirunelveli for past four years. This programme carried over awareness creation among the public for village clean, environment, latrines use and solid waste management, etc, RRO constructed about 1128 individual latrines in Ambasamudram and Pappakudi Blocks. These latrines were constructed with pacca well construction including individual house contribution like money and man power. RRO insists its largest population and target village to keep clean environment and rural sanitation with integration of SHG’s and youth volunteers.
AIDS Prevention
The SHG’s are motivated into AIDS Prevention especially in women and HIV/AIDS. RRO has organized special discussion during federation level meetings to involve and integrated in creating awareness on AIDS and to support positive people. The SHG’s were discussed to encourage pregnant mother’s for having blood test for HIV with co-ordination of VCTC and PPTCT centers and GH’s, etc, The staff and volunteers have been organized village level meetings and discussions to empower the public in HIV/Prevention.
RRO has been initiating programme for preventing AIDS from parent to child by Tamil Nadu AIDS Control Society, Chennai. This project will implemented in its target 
Area with grant support of TANSACS, Chennai.

Mental Retarded Development
The organization made a survey with help of SHG’s in Pappakudi blocks for identifying mental retarded children. The identified children’s parents were given counseling for retarded management. RRO has been developed linkages with special schools for enrolling them. The SHG’s are motivated to support the mentally retarded

Women’s Rights Progamme
The all women SHG’s were facilitated to the awareness of women’s rights and girls rights. They were participated in seminars organized by RRO and after they discussed among the groups members at their villages. Awareness materials were distributed each participants about their rights like Education, Legal, reproduction and Health
Women’s Day Celebration

RRO and the women Federations were celebrated international women’s Day in March 2007 with all group representatives. The participants were involved in performing cultural programme, awareness rally with special aim of reducing risk of AIDS among women and girls. The department officials, Bankers, NGO’s, institutions and Volunteers were participated in this celebration
UREKA People Library

RRO has initiated to UREKA People Liberty jointly with AID India past one year. In 25 centers in Pappakudi block, in beneficiaries of 1126 children’s & 25 volunteers
